Restore More is committed to fostering a diverse and inclusive environment. We
welcome applications from all qualified candidates.

This internship is a collaboration with the Institute for Leadership and Social Impact (ILSI) at
Georgia Tech. Final selection and hiring is contingent on approval from the Bursar’s Office. Once
approved, the student selected for this position will receive a Social Impact Fellowship from ILSI
in the amount of $1800 which will be paid over the 10 weeks of the internship. Students are
expected to work 10 hours a week on average. ILSI will handle onboarding and process stipend
payments to the student’s Bursar account (2-3 payments during fellowship). Fellows are
expected to complete a blog post about their internship experience and participate in one
Fellowship event with ILSI.
